Paraprofessionals play an essential role within school districts. Under the supervision of a licensed teacher, a 

paraprofessional supports teachers and students in many ways. For instance, a paraprofessional can tutor 

students or assist the teacher with managing the classroom and organizing instructional materials. 

 

Requirements 

✓ At least 19 years of age to serve students in prekindergarten through grade 12. 

✓ Beginning January 1, 2023, at least 18 years of age to serve students in prekindergarten through grade 

8 ONLY. 

✓ One of the following required: 

• Associate’s degree or higher 

• 60 semester hours of coursework 

• High School Diploma or GED and a score of 460 or higher on the ETS Parapro 

• High School Diploma or GED and the following scores on the ACT Workkeys: 

o Applied Mathematics/Applied Math (with a score of 4) 

o Graphic Literacy  and Workplace Documents (with a score of 4)
