Flexibility: Direct deposit is most often 
used to deposit money into a checking or 
savings account.  If you decide to switch 
accounts or change financial institutions, 
it's easy to change your direct deposit 
arrangements - simply fill out a form and 
provide your written authorization. 
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NSSEO has a Direct Deposit Payroll 
program for our employees. 

This program utilizes electronic funds 
transfer to provide you with a timely, 
accurate, and convenient method for 
depositing your funds. 

With automated deposit, you can 
eliminate the hassles of mail delays and 
late deposits.

Payroll plan ensure the necessary funds 
are available for use. 

Your deposits are made directly to your 
account, eliminate time-consuming mail 
delays, waiting in line at the bank, and 
waiting for funds availability.
