Classroom Adaptations for Students
With Special Needs

* Decrease auditory and visual distractions during
difficult tasks.

* Provide appropriate seating and place students
in close proximity to where most of the teaching
takes place.

* Schedule academic tasks earlier in the day.

* Increase structure for initial skill development.

* Increase active participation.

* Provide opportunities for physical activity prior to
instructional tasks.

* Modify task and material length.
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
