Activities provide further intensive
differentiated instruction for smaller groups or
one-on-one instruction.

Activities and supports at this level are more
Infensive, frequent, and small
group/individualized than Tier 1 and Tier 2.

Students at Tier 2 or 3 may need more
prompting, visual and auditory scaffolds, or
other supports 1o enhance instruction.
